April 23, 2009 ILL Interest Group Minutes

Bill Smith called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM in Lourdes Library at Gwynedd Mercy College.  There being several first time attendees, brief introductions were made and thanks extended to Gwynedd for hosting the meeting.  The minutes of the prior meeting having been posted online and reviewed, they were approved without change by acclamation..

Bill Smith briefly outlined the history of the ILLIAD project for benefit of the new attendees.  On April 16 TCLC received a letter of preliminary approval of the Grant application to install ILLIad software in thirteen  participating libraries contingent upon submission of letters of support from the libraries.  Some concern was expressed relative to the timeline and OCLC’s price guarantee and the Pennsylvania budget process.  It seemed  that OCLC would work with the group on the pricing.  Of more interest was if the start-up date anticipated could be met.  It is possible the September implementation hoped for might be delayed.

Next the meeting turned to a discussion of Email and ARIEL as a delivery method.  Both were used by the members depending on the circumstances of the individual application.

In open discussion the participants shared insights about the handling of overdue interlibrary loan items with respect to policy, procedure, and interface with Circulation Departments.

Bill Smith announced that, having served for two years as Chair, the October Fall meeting agenda would include an election for Chair and Co-Chair for the next year.

That meeting would be held at Immaculata, on a date to be determined in October 2009.

There being no other business, this meeting adjourned.
