ILL MEETING –October 4, 2007 –Immaculata  University

1. Carla Sands began the meeting by asking if anyone was interested in nominating themselves or anyone else for the position of Chair of the ILL Interest Group.  Bill Smith of Wilmington University nominated himself to become the new chair.  He was voted in unanimously.  Pat Smith from Gwynedd-Mercy thanked Carla and Sister Alice for their service as chairpersons.  She felt things were brought up-to-date over the last three years.

2. Odyssey was discussed since it seems more and more schools are using this. There were questions about scanners and IP addresses.  It was agreed that a few schools would work together on Odyssey in order to get the feel of it.  These schools would be St. Joseph University, Neumann College, and Immaculata University.  It would then be discussed again at the next meeting.

3. Everyone seemed happy with the OCLC statistics on the TCLC website.

 4. Carla asked that schools would be careful about putting the ILL number instead of an ILLIAD number on articles sent through Ariel.  This helps in sending the article to the correct patron.

 5. Carla showed the ILL cart that is used by student workers at Immaculata University to scan the articles in the stacks.  She explained how this works, how she originally learned about it, and how much it cost.

6. Some schools pointed out that they were missing entire issues of journals.  It was pointed out that these cannot be replaced through ILL.  Entire issues would need to be purchased through the publisher.  It was pointed out that it is important to have security strips in these journals.

 7. Someone asked about the use of RAPID ILL.  Many of the attendees saw this demonstrated at the ILL Conference in Harrisburg a couple of years ago.  They felt the 24 hour turnover would limit the number of libraries they would be able to exchange with. The cost was also very high.

 8. Bill Smith mentioned they were very happy with Ariel at Wilmington University.  Those who do not have Ariel said they were putting articles into a PDF document and sending them that way.  It was mentioned that Ariel hasn’t upgraded in awhile, but the Ariel listserv was a good source of information.

9. Everyone seemed happy with LVIS.

10. Barbara Selletti from Neumann pointed out that the OCLC holdings list is not always updated.  This seems to be a problem in several libraries and is the responsibility of the cataloger or serials librarian.  It was suggested that the catalogers and serial librarians meet with us at some point so that they realize we need the correct information.

11. Illiad was discussed and it seems this is used mainly by larger schools.

12. Community College of Philadelphia announced it was no longer a member of IDS because of all the extra charges.
